3- The College Council may, after taking the opinion of
the relevant department council, accept non-Egyptian
students who hold a bachelor’s degree in science from
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any college or scientific institute recognized by the
Supreme Council of Universities and in accordance with
the rules approved by the Supreme Council of
Universities.

4- The approval of the student’s employer to enroll him
to study the degree applied for, or an acknowledgment
that he is not working and is at his personal
responsibility.
